As a doctor of psychiatry, Dr. Peel served the Atlanta LGBT community to provide a safe place to seek assistance, compassion and understanding. From 1980-1984, he served as Director of Admissions to the Brawner Psychiatric Institute and eventually retired from active medical practice in 1992.

Throughout his busy professional life, Dr. Peel made time for community service as well.  Since 1984, he has been an active member of Georgia Physicians for Human Rights and served the Gay and Lesbian Medical Association on its Board of Directors from 1992-1996.

Dr. Peel was also an early leader in the fight against AIDS and pioneered the creation of several AIDS service organizations. He was on the founding board of Positive Impact and was instrumental in the creation of the Atlanta Interfaith AIDS Network. He was asked to sit on many boards during this time, including AID Atlanta (1984-1987), Georgia Task Force on AIDS (1986), Metro Atlanta HIV Planning Council/Ryan White (1990-1997), AIDS Partnership Fund (1988-2005), Positive Impact (1992-1997), AID Treatment Initiatives (1992-2006) and AIDS Alliance of Faith and Healing (2006-2008). His service to these boards left a lasting impression and helped these organizations grow and prosper. 

The 11th Annual Community Awards Dinner will be held in the Oceans Ballroom at the Georgia Aquarium on Friday, August 28th 2009. In 2008, the AGLCC Community Awards Dinner was the first LGBT community event to be held at the Georgia Aquarium.  

This year’s event is shaping up to be a spectacular evening. In addition to the dinner catered by Wolfgang Puck, attendees will receive a private tour of the Aquarium. The evening will also feature a VIP reception, new community awards, a silent auction and special entertainment.
